In her later years, she also
worked to allow women the right to vote.

Jane Dallaway has just written a new book about the history

of the telephone. Her story begins with Alexander Graham

It doesn’t tell us that Bell’'s mother was deaf and that his father
was a speech teacher.

We can see the moon in the night sky
because it reflects the light from the sun.
The part of the moon that faces the sun is
lit up. The part of the moon that faces away
from the sun is in darkness.

The moon looks like it changes shape.
However, its shape really doesn’t change.
What changes is the position of the moon,
the Earth, and the sun. When there is no
sunlight on the moon, we can’t see it at all.
