La dieresis
You may have seen some words in Spanish that have two dots above the letter u, like this: ii.

These two dots are called diéresis and indicate when you must pronounce the u sound when it
has a g before it. If there is no diéresis, pronounce gue like hard g + e, and gui like hard g + i.
If there is a diéresis, pronounce all three letters: giie and giii.

They
usually explain a natural event or teach a lesson. They often include gods, heroes, and monsters.
The following myth is from Ancient Greece, and was first told thousands of years ago.

Gritaba
cosas espantosas, y las culebras de su cabeza se retorcian y
silbaban con furia, pero nunca consigui6é que Perseo la mirara
directamente a los ojos.

Cansada al fin, Medusa se fue quedando dormida. Sus terribles
0jos se cerraron, y poco a poco se durmieron también sus culebras.
Entonces se acercé Perseo sin hacer ruido, empui6 la espada y de
un solo golpe le corté la cabeza a Medusa.

Durante toda su vida conservo Perseo la cabeza de Medusa, que
varias veces le sirvi6 para convertir en piedra a sus enemigos.
